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GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE FACULTY

      The Faculty of Humanities was established in 1969. It comprises four Institutes and one independent Department. It has been granted the right to confer doctoral degrees in the fields of History and Linguistics, as well as the right to confer post-doctoral degrees (habilitacja) in the field of History. The Faculty is staffed by 162 university teachers, including eight tenured professors, thirteen full professors, twenty-nine doctors habilitated, ninety doctors and thirty master-degree teachers.

                    The Faculty of Humanities offers education in four fields of study, three of which have already received the approval of the State Accreditation Committee (Modern Language and Culture Studies, Polish Studies, and History).
        In the academic year 2004/2005, the Faculty of Humanities had 3859 students, including 2277 students of full-time programmes, 1168 of part-time programmes, and 414 of postgraduate programmes.
