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GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE FACULTY

      The Faculty of Mathematics and Natural Sciences was established in 1969. It comprises five Institutes. It has been granted the right to confer doctoral degrees in the field of Physics. The faculty is staffed by 231 university teachers, including fourteen tenured professors, eighteen full professors, fifty doctors habilitated, one hundred and forty-three doctors and twenty master-degree teachers.

                    The Faculty of Mathematics and Natural Sciences offers education in seven fields of study, six of which have already received the approval of the State Accreditation Committee (Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Geography, Computer Science and Mathematics).
        In the academic year 2005/2006, the Faculty of Mathematics and Natural Sciences has 3323 students, including 2291 students of full-time programmes, 1031 of part-time programmes, and 130 of postgraduate programmes.

The Institute offers first- and second-cycle programmes in the field of mathematics with the following specialities: mathematics and computer science teaching, as well as applications of mathematics in finance and information and telecommunications technology. Main research interests include topology: topological groups, para–topological groups and topological semi-groups; non-linear analysis: systems of variation inequalities; statistical differential equations: application of stochastic methods in investigations into dynamical systems, in particular the systems’ resonance (in cooperation with the Institute of Mathematics of Polish Academy of Sciences – PAN); functional equations: translation equations on monoids; calculus of probability and its applications: description and modelling of long-range dependence in time series with finite and infinite variation, as well as the modelling and analysis of stochastic processes with the use of phalk analysis methods; mathematics teaching methodology: the shaping of notions of mathematical analysis; concepts, mechanisms and conditioning of student activity at various stages of mathematical competence formation and use; in particular, motivation for the study of mathematics.
