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GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE FACULTY

      The Faculty of Pedagogy and Arts was established in the year 2005. It comprises four Institutes. The Faculty is staffed by 174 university teachers, including five tenured professors, thirty full professors, seventy-eight doctors and sixty-one master-degree teachers.

                    The Faculty of Pedagogy and Arts offers education in four fields of study, three of which have already received the approval of the State Accreditation Committee (Pedagogy, Music Education and Fine Arts Education).
        In the academic year 2004/2005, the Faculty of Pedagogy and Arts had 8045 students, including 3318 students of full-time programmes, 4155 of part-time programmes, and 572 of postgraduate programmes.
