      The Faculty of Management and Administration was established in 1992. It comprises three Institutes. The Faculty is staffed by 145 university teachers, including six tenured professors, three full professors, seventeen doctors habilitated, sixty-nine doctors and fifty master-degree teachers.

                    The Faculty of Management and Administration offers education in three fields of study, all of which have already received the approval of the State Accreditation Committee (Management and Marketing, Economics, and Political Science).
        In the academic year 2004/2005, the Faculty of Management and Administration had 6273 students, including 2205 students of full-time programmes, 3995 of part-time programmes, and 73 of postgraduate programmes.
